Erosion and sediment control measures shall be installed prior to any earth disturbance except that necessary for installation
of the controls.
All erosion and sediment control practices shall be installed and maintained according to the eriteria contained in the most
current version of the Maryland Standards and Specifications for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control.
All clearing and grading shall be complefed in the following sequence:
1. Limit initial clearing and grubbing for the installation of the construction entrance, perimeter controls, and any

remaining controls,

Install stabilized construction entrance, perimeter silt fence, and any other sediment controls,

Clear, grub, and grade the remainder of the site as specified by the limits of disturbance shown on the attached plat.
* Provide temporary stabilization of any area that will not be actively graded within three (3) days.

Construct any structures and utilities.

Provide final grading and stabilization according to the seeding or sodding specifications (ininirum stabilization by

seeding and mulching). '

7. After the site has been stabilized with adequate vegetation, and with the permission of the sediment control
inspector, remove sediment control practices and stabilize remaining disturbed areas,

All erosion and sediment control devices require continual maintenance. Any controls that are damaged or disturbed shall
be restored or repaired before the end of each day.
Development activities shall not impair any drainage, create an erosion hazard, or create a source of sediment to any adjacent
watercourse, wetland, or property.
Any pumping of water must be filtered and done according to the criteria contained in the most current version of the
Maryland Standards and Specifications for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control.
Following initial soil disturbance or re-disturbance, permanent or temporary stabilization shall be completed within three (3)
calendar days for all sediment controls, stockpiles, and 3:1 or greater slopes; and seven (7) days for all other disturbed areas
on the site not being actively graded.
