 What about products  
  labeled as FLUSHABLE?

Companies that make wipes may claim their product is 
�ushable, but there is currently no general agreement on what
is “�ushable.” Wipes frequently stay durable through the
plumbing system. They can get snagged on globs of fats, oils,
and grease, forming “Fatbergs” that clog the sewer and lead to
over�ows and basement backups. Only �ush products that
break down in water within seconds, like toilet paper.

Wipes can combine with fats and grease in the 
pipe to form "Fatbergs” and are the primary 
causes of over�ows from the manholes

Wipes can cause breakdown of  
pumps in pump stations
