1. [bookmark: _Hlk494275339]Approval of the June 24, 2018 Minutes (minute :01)

Ron Hartman moved to approve the minutes of the June 24, 2018 meeting.  Astamay Curtis second the motion. 
[bookmark: _Hlk511803007]David Zinner said that the minutes did not capture the full discussion of the State Innovation Grant regarding bringing information to the Board as early as possible when an endorsement is requested.  Clive Graham, Office of Transportation (OoT) Administrator, said that the minutes were deliberately brief and the meeting recording captured everything that was said. David asked that where possible future minutes capture more detail when process matters are involved.
The minutes were approved by a vote of 5-0.  

2. Public Comments (minute :05)

There were no public comments.

3. [bookmark: _Hlk494275372]Announcements/Updates (minute :05)

Clive made the following announcements:
i. [bookmark: _Hlk524939337]Office of Transportation Advisory Groups: (minute :06)
Since last Bicycle Advisory Group (BAG), traffic signal improvements had been made to improve safety pedestrians and bicyclists at intersection of Broken Land Parkway and Little Patuxent Parkway. The improvements seemed to be working well. Three roads that are in the bicycle master plan will be getting resurfaced during this calendar year: Lighting View Rd., Hickory Ridge Rd., and Summer Sunrise Rd. David Zinner wanted to confirm that only the three roads above would be getting bike lanes based on the road resurfacing schedule.  At the BAG meeting, a presentation was made about bicycle crash data.
ii. Transit & Pedestrian Advisory Group: (minute :11)
Based on the Transit Development Plan (TDP), OoT was investigating the paratransit needs for the county.  The Transit & Pedestrian Advisory Group (TPAG) would be the lead advisory group with a Paratransit Workgroup as a subcommitee.  Astamay Curtis will represent the MTB on the paratransit workgroup sessions.  OoT will present the MTB with the workgroup’s recommendations.  
iii. US 1 Safety Evaluation (minute :19)
Clive stated that the OoT has received a draft report from the consultants (Sabra, Wang, & Associates), and OoT along with Maryland Department of Transportation- State Highway Association (MDOT-SHA) are reviewing the report.  The MTB will be presented with the report after OoT and MDOT-SHA meet to discuss comments/concerns. The Safety Evaluation will show implementable short-term spot improvements along US 1.  
iv. Patuxent Branch Trail- Storage facility (minute :23)
[bookmark: _Hlk514850416][bookmark: _Hlk514845781]Clive stated there is a meeting on Thursday July 26, 2018 where Howard County will ask the CA Board for an easement for the proposed capital project to build a trail. 
Land Development Process (minute :25)
Clive and Rashidi gave updates on the development plans that would be of interest to the MTB (see handout). David Zinner had created an excel spreadsheet for the OoT to consider using for future updates.  Ron Hartman wanted to keep the number of development process simple and easy.  OoT will investigate to see what is the best way to show information for each development plan.  The MTB wanted a follow up regarding the pedestrian connection with the Dorsey Marc Station, and Oxford Square.  
MTB Vice Chair (minute :38)
With Jason Quan resigning from his position as vice chair, the MTB decided to vote on a vice chair at the next meeting (Sept. 25). 
	
4. Old Business 

Road Sweeping (minute :40)

Clive stated that Howard County DPW has a road sweeping schedule typically for roads with curb and gutter.  Roads are swept 2-3 times a year.  Roads without curb and gutter are swept on an “as needed” basis.  David Zinner commented that sweeping roads with curb and gutter in residential areas doesn’t do a whole lot, since residence tend to sweep in front of their homes.  Clive suggested David test out the County’s and State’s on-line “report an issue” systems to see if there was a response.



[bookmark: _GoBack]Multimodal Transportation Board Role (minute :47)

Clive stated that the Regional Transportation Agency (RTA) will be starting a regional Riders’ Advisory Council in September, to replace the Passenger Advisory Group (PAG). The RTA Commission is functioning well, and the members on the commission are knowledgeable in transportation. For the MTB, Clive discussed the role of the MTB when advising OoT on specific projects.   (see attached document)

Bus Rapid Transit Ridership Analysis (minute :55) 

Clive stated that OoT has received the report from the consultant (Aecom) and is currently reviewing it.  After the review is completed, OoT will provide the report to the MTB. Clive also stated that a Title VI plan will be presented during the September 25th Meeting.  

5. New Business

Clive Graham and Andrew Johnson (Operational Manager) give a presentation on the RTA (see attached documents) by showing/talking about: organizational charts, contract details with First Transit Inc., OoT’s role with the RTA, service area, bus ownership, route performances, and how the July 1st fare changes being received by users.  

David Zinner asked whether it would be feasible to have no charge to ride the buses. He suggested that OoT investigate to see if any other transit services in the country are free, and how their systems are preforming.
